WE CREATED A  SUSPENDED
BRIDGE THAT IS ATTACHED TO
AN OLD EXISTING STRUCTURE
THAT IS NO LONGER IN USE. THE
BRIDGE IS LOCATED ON THE BANK
OF THE CHICAGO RIVER.

INDIVIDUALS WILL ACCESS THE
BRIDGE VIA WALKWAYS ATTACHED
TO BOTH SIDES OF THE BRIDGE.
THE BRIDGE ITSELF IS MADE
OF PIECES OF STEEL SLIGHTLY
SPACED APART. THIS CREATES
AN INTERNAL TRUST NEEDED TO
WALK ACROSS THE BRIDGE
WITHOUT FEELING LIKE YOU WILL
FALL THROUGH.
