Motion Pack

To incorporate mechanisms and a sense of movement from cube to cube,
a motion pack was devised to teach students the nature of manual and motor power.

It was decided that we would not continue with this pack,
as it is inconsistent with the others (which are primarily
electronic). Added to this, we believe LEGO Technic

(among others) fills the niche for kinetic play very well.
