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Wolfgang Weingart is an internationally famous typographer and graphic designer. He 
was born in 1941 in the Salem Valley in Germany, near the Switzerland border. His works 
have given him the name as the father of New Wave or Swiss Punk typography, 
Deconstruction, & graphic design within the 1990s.
