A  2.8-km nature trail in the private nature protection area Apajalahti. A wonderful 
destination for short walks - in winter with snow shoes - with a campfire area.  
A gentle 10-kilometre footpath serves as a cross-country ski track in winter.

... AND ON WATER
Maps and GPS coordinates will guide you on Suursaari water nature trails (4 km and 20 km). 
In winter, they can be explored on foot.

From Joensuu to Raita cottage 64 km, just over 1 hour by car. Winter ferry en route.

State-of-the-art 5-star holiday cottage on a private island in northern Saimaa lakeland. Four 
hours by car or train from Helsinki. One hour’s flight from Helsinki to Joensuu.
